We listen very carefully to you to provide classes you ask us to con-

duct.

It

will be difficult to sustain our educational program if we do not have more people take our 

courses.  To promote our educational activities and to improve our own knowledge, which 

is one of the three missions of the Power Squadron, I would urge and challenge each and 

every member of the squadron to sign up for at least one class a year.  Most classes have been 

recently revised with excellent manuals (and CP, AP, JN and ID will soon be) and would be very 

interesting, even for people who have taken them before.

MEMBERSHIP DUES

It’s that time of year when many of our members are asked to pay annual 

membership dues.  If you joined the squadron prior to the implementation 

of anniversary billing, your dues are payable on May 31 of each year.  If you 

joined the squadron after the implementation of anniversary billing, your 

dues are payable as of your anniversary of joining.

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What are Merit Marks* and Why Would I Want One?

That was one of my first questions when I became a member of PBS&PS.  At one of the first dinner meetings we 

attended, the Commander asked for volunteers to assist with serving.  Several people immediately volunteered.  I 

casually mentioned that they sure were eager to “sling hash.”  The long-time member that was sitting next to me 

commented that they would earn merit mark hours for volunteering. 

AFTER A LITTLE MORE RESEARCH, I TOO WAS QUICKLY RAISING MY HAND THE NEXT TIME THE COMMANDER ASKED FOR 

VOLUNTEERS.  I WENT TO THE USPS WEBSITE (WWW.USPS.ORG) AND TYPED IN “MERIT MARKS” IN THE “SEARCH” BOX.  

HERE I DISCOVERED THE “OPERATIONS MANUAL.”  BELOW IS WHAT CAME UP:  

MERIT MARK RESOURCES

The following comes from Chapter 16 of the Operations Manual:

16.1 A “merit mark” (MM) is awarded by the chief commander to a member for substantial personal effort 

in furthering the interest, programs and objectives of USPS, its districts and squadrons.  It is a coveted 

award; it is by and large the only official recognition members receive for their efforts. Only one merit 

mark may be awarded in a year to a member, no matter how extensive the contribution [Bylaw 14.1.7]. A 

certificate is issued, and a special insigne may be worn on USPS uniforms [Refer to 10.44 on page 10.8].

Recommendations for merit marks are made by squadron, district, rear and vice commanders to the chief commander. 

Active, family, and apprentice members may be recommended [Bylaw 14.1]. Merit marks earned by family and 

apprentice members shall not count toward senior, life or emeritus status [Bylaw 14.1.8].

The merit mark chair maintains a list during the year of those members who have performed significant work, noting 

the nature of the work and the result. A large number of hours involved are not in itself sufficient to earn a merit mark. 

In large squadrons, a merit mark committee may be required to keep track of the data.

The quality of hours volunteered must be equal to the quantity of the hours served.  Not everything you do in the 

Squadron qualifies for merit mark hours.  Attending a meeting or function usually does not qualify for merit mark 

hours. Some, but not all, ways to earn merit mark hours are listed below:

Teach a Course     Take part in Committee Meetings

Serve on the Auditing Committee  Serve as Law Officer

Serve on Rules Committee   Serve on Executive Committee

Work on the Squadron Publication  Work at the Boat Shows

Hold the job of Port Captain   Serve on the Membership Committee

Serve as Chaplain    Serve on the Telephone Committee

Serve on Cooperative Charting Committee Serve on Rendezvous Committee

Prepare and/or serve at Dinner Meetings Be a Delegate to a District/National Meeting

Attend Seminars or workshops   Chair a committee

Participate in Squadron fundraising events Become a Bridge officer

The number of hours of service required to earn a merit mark are not stated.  It is usually left to the Squadron/

District Commander to establish the quality and quantity of the hours needed to earn a merit mark and make the 

recommendation.  The Chief Commander awards the Merit Marks.

When a member earns 5 merit marks, he or she is recognized as a Senior Member. A Senior Member is allowed to 

display the following mark below their insignia of grade.

FISHING TOURNAMENT
Saturday, June 9th 2012

We are planning to have a fishing tournament primarily for Power Squadron boaters, their guests and 

other members who would like to participate but may not own fishing capable boats.

Briefly, there will be an entry fee of $100.00 per boat which would include up to 4 registered anglers. 

Additional anglers can be registered for $25.00 each for a maximum of 6 anglers including the Captain 

per boat. All registered anglers are required to have a valid Florida resident or non-resident saltwater 

license unless exempt by age or other reasons. (Age 65 and over or age under 16.) If exempt, instead of 

a license angler must have ID showing age and residency such as a Florida Drivers license.

You can apply for a resident saltwater fishing license online or by telephone using a credit card. You will 

be issued a Temporary Authorization Number (T.A.N.) which you can print or record. This will allow 

you to fish immediately. Your permanent license will be mailed to you within 48 hours. Contact the FWC 

at www.myfwc.com/license/recreational or call toll free 888-347-4356.

Eligible fish will be Dolphin, Wahoo, King Mackerel, Blackfin Tuna, Cobia, Grouper and Snapper. This 

will be a team event and all entry fees will be distributed to winning boats as cash prizes for largest fish 

in weight, highest total weight and a third prize to be later determined.  Only eligible fish of legal size 

and maximum number per registered angler will count. Florida possession and size limits are as follows:  

Dolphin - 20 inches fork length, 10 per angler. Wahoo - no size limit 2 per angler. Kings - 24 inch fork 

length, 2 per angler.

Boat Captains wishing to enter will be emailed the tournament rules and entry form which will include 

an Angler Registration form for up to 6 anglers. This will be emailed out prior to May 15th. Boat Captains 

will be responsible for the entry fees and angler registration.  Anglers should expect to share in the costs 

for entry fees, fuel and bait with the boat captains. There will be a Captains meeting on Friday June 8th,  

6PM at the Sands. Weigh in on the 9th will be between 3PM – 4PM at the Sands. 

Prizes awarded at 5PM. Dockage at the Sands will be first come basis and rafting up with other Power 

Squadron boats should be available.

If interested please reply to this email and indicate whether you would like to enter your boat as Captain 

or would like to be listed as an Angler. Anglers without boats will be put on an invitation list distributed 

to boat captains.

Official Rules

Boat Captains and Anglers participating in this tournament are expected to conduct themselves in a 

sportsman like manner and abide by these rules as set forth below.
I.G.F.A. Rules and Florida State Fishing Regula!ons will prevail.1. 

Registra!on: Entry fees and Angler registra!on are the responsibility of the Boat Captain.  The Boat 2. 

Captain must be a USPS member. The entry fee of $100.00 will include the boat captain and three 

addi!onal anglers. Up to two addi!onal anglers can be added for $25.00 each for a maximum of 6 

anglers per boat.

Weather Condi!ons: In the event of unsafe condi!ons at sea the tournament commi"ee, in its best 3. 

judgment, may call off or postpone the tournament un!l be"er condi!ons prevail. Sunday June 10th is 

reserved as an alternate date. Entry fee checks will be held un!l a%er prizes are awarded and will be 

returned if the tournament is canceled.

Hours of Fishing: Star!ng at sunrise June 94. th to Lines up at 2:30 pm. All fish must be weighed in on the 

official scale at the Sands by 4pm.    

Eligible Fish: Dolphin, Wahoo, King Mackerel, Blackfin Tuna, Cobia, Grouper and Snapper. Sailfish that 5. 

are caught and released can count for 10 points if a digital photo of the release is submi"ed during the 

weigh in. Sailfish will not count for heaviest fish prize. One point equals one pound.

All fish must meet minimum size requirements and possession limits as stated in the saltwater fishing 6. 

regula!ons.

Tackle: All fish must be caught on rod and reel. Lures, dead baits and live baits are permi"ed. No live 7. 

bait chumming will be permi"ed.

Scoring: Each registered boat will receive one point for each pound of eligible fish weighed in on the 8. 

official scale at the Sands. All fish must be brought to the weigh sta!on in the boat from which caught.  

Judges decision will be final.

Prizes: Prizes will be cash consis!ng en!rely of the entry fees received. First prize: Heaviest eligible fish; 9. 

50% of total entry fees. Second prize: Highest total points; 30%. Third prize: Second highest total points; 

20%. A maximum of one prize per boat will be awarded.

Hold Harmless: It is expressly understood that all par!cipants in this tournament enter at their own 10. 

risks and that the United States Power Squadron, Pompano Beach Power Squadron its officers, directors 

and all persons connected with the opera!on of this tournament shall be exempt from any liability 

for libel, slander, loss, damage, negligence, harm, injury or death suffered by any par!cipant, entrant, 

angler, boat captains, vessels and equipment, which may occur during the tournament.

Angler Signature: All anglers are required to sign their entry blank as cer!fica!on that they have read 11. 

and agree to abide by all the rules 1 through 10 inclusive.

Entry fees should be submitted by check made out to PBPS with PBPS Fishing Tournament written in 

the memo line.  June 1st is the deadline.  Late entries can be accepted up till the June 8th Captains meet-

ing for an additional fee of $10.00 per entry. Checks should be either mailed to Ron Ziller or submitted 

in person to any Fishing Tournament Committee member.
